1) Enhanced Result List

You now have the option to have your search terms displayed in the Result List along with the citation and other information you have been used to seeing for each Result List entry. As an optional feature, you can set your display preference via a new heading under the Options screen (accessible via the More pulldown menu) for Result List Display.
Display features:

· Context provided for each search term

· Each search term in the left pane hyperlinks to the corresponding location within the full document in the right pane

· Choose whether to show or hide search terms in the result list

· Set the number of words of context before and after the search terms (5 to 30)

· Set the number of terms to be displayed in the result list for each result (1 to 20)

· Set the number of result citations to display on each page of the result list (10 to 50).

2) Print Delivery Format

New options for font size and line spacing have been added to Printer Properties. These new options allow you to further customise the format of printouts from WestlaweCARSWELL.

 

When printing, click the Properties button next to the Current Destination pulldown at the top of the Print dialog screen to get another screen where you can select Delivery Format options.
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In the Delivery Format portion of the screen there are two pulldowns: one to select between 10 and 12 point font size, and the second for single or double line spacing. 

NOTE: These new options are currently available only for printing to Attached Printer and Download to Disk. 
These new format options may be selected as default settings as follows:

i. From the More pulldown, choose Options, and click the button for Print & Download options.

ii. Choose Attached Printer or Download from the Destination pulldown and click the Properties button. 

Use the pulldowns in the Document Format section to specify the desired font and line spacing settings and click Save to make them the default setting.

7.  Now available in SecuritiesSource: Printing single documents from the Ontario Securities Commission Bulletins

i. As of December 11, 2004, users are able to print single documents from an issue of the Ontario Securities Commission Bulletin as well as being able to print an entire bulletin.

The Ontario Securities Commission Bulletin link from the SecuritiesSource home page now directs you to a new page listing the most recent bulletins on the left (beginning with the December 10th issue). Instead of a Result List of the most recent OSC Bulletins, the display on the right shows the Table of Contents for the most recent issue with hypertext links to documents within each chapter of the bulletin.

2) Close this window simply closes the OSC Bulletin window.
