1. Natural Language Search result limit can be set by user

Before

A Natural Language Search retrieved 100 results (unless fewer than 100 were available), displaying 20 at a time. Users clicked the “next 20” link to browse through the results. Locate in Result could only be performed on the 20 documents that were displayed (even though 100 docs were actually retrieved). Research Trail showed only that 20 documents were retrieved.

Now

The number of results retrieved by a Natural Language Search can be specified by the user in the Search Options screen (under the More pulldown menu). 
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The default is 20 documents, but users can specify to retrieve up to 100. Results will not exceed that number. Locate in Result will search through all the documents retrieved. Research Trail shows actual number of documents retrieved.
2. KeyCite History: Current Case Highlighting 
When viewing the KeyCite History of a case, the current case (i.e., the one that was retrieved initially by the search) is indicated by a blue arrow next to the item number. It will now also be specially formatted (blue highlighting, boldface case name, and the words “KeyCited Citation:” above the case name) to further distinguish it from other cases in the displayed history chain. See item 3 in the example below.
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3. Enhanced Regulation Coverage

We are pleased to announce that we have now added approximately 1,600 regulations to WestlaweCARSWELL’s regulations collection. This collection includes frequently consulted regulations relating to any area of law from all Canadian jurisdictions. It incorporates all the regulations Carswell publishes in its bound series of annotated and consolidated legislation as well as many other regulations found in Carswell publications. As for all regulations, these regulations will be updated weekly. 

All legislation on WestlaweCARSWELL, including the new regulations, is available for searching via the Legislation Custom Template, and can also be accessed through the Table of Contents. To see a list of the regulations available for any jurisdiction, access the Table of Contents for legislation, select the jurisdiction you wish and then select Regulations. Within each jurisdiction, the regulations are organized according to the Act under which they were passed:
